The Build Area  
For heath & safety reasons tractor building should be done on hard ground or on a firm stage/ platform. The standard size stage should be 7.3m x 7.3m (24’ x 24’) but if not available a 

6m x 6m (20’ x 20’) stage will suffice, but this would be the minimum size.

Ideally a safety rail should be put around the stage stage/platform. Crowd protection barriers should also be used to keep the crowd back at least 3 meters from around the build area.

Only the Judge / Event Manager/ Photographer – Camera Man / Sponsor & Competing team members – coaches; be allowed in or around the building area. 

Judge.

Not always will a judge be available at each competing event. In the 2010 season we had a work around where one team member was nominated from each of the opposite teams to check the quality of the build. This approach worked very well and helped make things a little less formal. So for example….

· 3 Teams competing at an event.
· Team “A” doing a competition build.

· Then Team “B” & “C” would nominate a team member to check team a build.

· The “B” & “C’ nominees would then inform the Event Manager and the team “A” captain of their findings.

· All parties should agree on penalties etc before the time is officially recorded. 

· The Sponsor or Event Manager will reserve the right to make the final decision, if uncertainly arises and this is deemed to be final. 

This approach will be applied for the 2011 season but for key events such as the Ploughing Championships or the All Ireland Final a judge will be in place.

Competitions & League Tables 
Because of the number of teams involved in the 2011 season both Tom and I have decided in the interest of fairness to create a 2 league system. The existing teams were consulted about this and their response was positive.
